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Riding at a speed that is unreasonable or improper under existing conditions or excess of the maximum limits posted 

for vehicular traffic. 

Riding in a careless way so as to endanger the person or property of another. 

Riding while under the influence of alcohol or drugs. 

Riding in an area or trail or roadway that is not open to ATV use. 

Riding without a securely fastened helmet. 

It is prohibited for a child under 16 to: 

Operate anywhere other than land owned or leased by a parent or guardian, unless the child has a valid safety certifi-

cate or is under the direct supervision of a certified instructor during a certified safety training course. 

A child under 8 is not eligible for a safety certification and is prohibited from operating anywhere except private  

Dixon R. Miller Recreation Area (formerly the Pohopoco Tract), Tunkhannock Townshipñ13 miles of summer trails.  Access is 

from Route 115 five miles south of I-80. 

Burnt Mills, Porter Township, Pike Countyñseven miles of summer and winter trails.  Access is from parking area on Route 402 one 

mile south of Porters Lake.  Registered Class II ATVõs less than 58 inches in width and less than 1,200 pounds are permitted on this trail. 

Maple Run Tract , Blooming Grove Township, Pike Countyñeight miles of summer trails.  Access is from a parking area on Route 

402 1 3/4 miles north of Pecks Pond.  Registered Class II ATVs less than 58 inches in width and 1,200 pounds are permitted on this trail. 

Or, go to Ohio, As of June 25, a change in Ohio law goes in effect, allowing ATVs with a valid Pennsylvania registration to be ridden 

in Ohio, Pennsylvania will reciprocate by allowing ATVs with a valid Ohio registration to be ridden in Pennsylvania. 

ATV seasons:  The summer season runs from the Friday before Memorial Day through the last full weekend in September.   The win-

ter season runs from the day following the last day of the regular or extended antlerless deer season through the following April 1. 

  

ANY OF THESE ACTIVIT IES MAY RESULT IN A FINE:  

SOME PENNSYLVANIA AT V RULE  

All ATVs in Pennsylvania, except ATVs used solely for business or agricultural purposes, need to be registered and 

titled with DCNR. 

If you are using your ATV solely on land owned or leased by you, you are not required to get liability insurance.  All 

other riders must carry liability insurance.  Proof of that insurance must be carried with you when you ride. 

ATVs may be operated only on streets and highways designated and posted as ATV roads. 

An ATV may cross a prohibited street or two-lane highway if the crossing is made at a 90-degree angle to traffic and 

at a place where no obstruction prevents a quick and safe crossing. 

State forest roads, state parks and state game lands are not open to ATVs.
