Al
other riders must carry liability insurance. Proof of that insurance must be carried with you when you ride.

e ATVs may be operated only on streets and highways designated and posted as ATV roads.

e An ATV may cross a prohibited street or-tarme highway if the crossing is made at-@i®&free angle to traffic and
at a place where no obstruction prevents a quick and safe crossing.

o State forest roads, state parks and state game lands are not open to ATVSs.

ANY OF THESE ACTIVIT IES MAY RESULT IN A FINE:

¢ Riding at a speed that is unreasonable or improper under existing conditions or excess of the maximum limits post
for vehicular traffic.

e Riding in a careless way so as to endanger the person or property of another.
e Riding while under the influence of alcohol or drugs.

e Riding in an area or trail or roadway that is not open to ATV use.

e Riding without a securely fastened helmet.

It is prohibited for a child under 16 to:

Operate anywhere other than land owned or leased by a parent or guardian, unless the child has a valid safety cel
cate or is under the direct supervision of a certified instructor during a certified safety training course.

A child under 8 is not eligible for a safety certification and is prohibited from operating anywhere except private
